· Direct Facet Edit capability.
· Remeshing, Subdivision and Solidify Capabilities.
· Triangle to Quadrilateral conversions.
· Boolean Operations.
· Finite Element mesh import/export and modifications.

The new application also works with a variety of standard polygon mesh formats, point clouds, and finite element formats. Specific file formats include: .stl, .obj, .ply, .off, .3ds, .xyz, .nas, .dat, .bdf, .out, .neu, .poly, and .geo.
Additionally, Solveering has announced that InStep Studio 3D will use a new licensing model. No longer will users be required to enter long license keys -- they will be able to install and use the application on any computer they own simply by entering their username and password.
